Bregenz is the attractive capital of Vorarlberg region, the western-most province 
of Austria and situated at the eastern end of Lake Constance .The upper town 
district is the oldest, with buildings from the 13th through to the 16th century. In 
this part of town you can still find parts of the original fortifying town walls. The 
Martin’s Tower is the landmark of Bregenz, a building with a late Roman core and 
mainly baroque style architecture. The fresco in the chapel dates back to 1362. 
A further very impressive building is the gothic parish church of St.Gall, with a 
Roman-Romanesque foundation dating from before 1380 and a Baroque altar. 
The biggest cultural event is the Bregenz Festival and the thrilling eccentricity 
of this festival is that the main stage floats on the lake offering perhaps the most 
spectacular productions of any open air festival. Highlights for this season include 
the acclaimed performance of Aida new to the festival in 2009.
